2. Stato di conservazione degli habitat (Report art. 17, 2013)

Esempio virtuoso segnalato dalla Commissione:

These habitats are all reported as being currently in a bad conservation status, except tall herb PAF della Vallonia
communities (6430) in the Continental Region (inadequate status). In the mast recent available report

on the conservation of habitats and species under Habitats Directive {"Article 17 report” of 2013), most

of the time, both "Structures and functions™ and surface criteria are bad for these habitat types.

3. Principali criticita degli habitat

For agricultural grasslands (habitats 6410, 6510, 6%20), main pressures are intensive grazing and
mowing, fertilization and ploughing, and even urbanization. For hay meadows particularly and despite
successful restoration through Life and RDP projects, trends are negative, due to the fact that these
habitats are widespread on the territory, incl. a large share outside the Natura 2000 network. METTIAMOCI

10. Stato di conservazione e principali criticita delle specie di cui alla DU

In Wallonia, among these bresding species, three species (C crex, L. excubitor, 5. rubetra) have
undergone substantial population declines and a reduction of their breeding range over the last
decades, mainly as a result of loss and fragmentation of suitable breeding habitats (mostly as a result
of grassland intensification). The other species population in Wallonia are heavily dependent on the
maintenance of permanent grasslands in the rural landscape.
